As we usher in a new year, we face new 
challenges, but also new opportunities.  Kiwanians 
in the Pacific Northwest District are making a 
difference.

This report 
suggests that efforts to curb drunken driving have 
reached a plateau. 
 
However, there were some success stories.  Four 
states – Vermont, Indiana, Oregon, and Iowa saw 
their alcohol-related death rates fall by 25 percent 
or more during the same reporting period.
