Just a brief follow-up on my reports of
KFADD events in Kitsap County from last
month, 1 found out that since the schools
in Central Kitsap have started their annual
mock crash program, it has been seven
years since they have had a drunk driving
fatality involving one of their students.
These programs work!

I also received recently this interesting
story from Terryann Cormier, President
of the Kiwanis Club of Des Moines that
she wrote for their newsletter:

As you are all aware, the Governor's
Project for 2002/2003 is the “Kiwanis
Family Against Drunk Driving” or KFADD.
During the month of April we viewed the
emotional video about Circle K Member
Erin Klotz who was killed by a drunk driver
near North Bend, Washington. We also



had Richard Brewer, a representative from
MADD, join us as our guest speaker on
April 22"

I would also like to share with you a story
about a very fortunate high school student
who survived a drunk driving accident.
Here is her story.

“It was late November and my friend,
Brian, and I had just spent the evening
visiting Kim, a very sick classmate who had
missed a lot of school. We said our
goodbyes to Kim and | climbed into the
front passenger seat of his parent’s
Volkswagen Van, buckling my seatbelt. A
move | would later be very thankful for. As
Brian drove me home, we talked about how
good it was to see Kim and we hoped she
would soon be well enough to return to
school. After all you only get one chance to
be a senior in high school!

As we entered an intersection in the
residential section of town, we were
suddenly hit by a drunk driver who was
driving far over the speed limit. His car
“t-boned” our van on the passenger side.
The force of the collision flipped our van
onto its side, knocking us from the middle
of the intersection over to the northwest
corner where we took out a fence and some
bushes.

But I don't remember much of that. All I
remember is seeing the two headlights
approaching at a very high rate of speed
and then everything went black. When 1
came to, I realized we had been hit and
the van had flipped on its side. 1 was
literally hanging by my seatbelt, my legs
dangling in the area where seconds earlier
Brian had been sitting. My feet found
something solid to step onto - the steering
wheel. When my brain finally registered
what 1 was standing on, I began kicking at
the horn to let someone know 1 was alive
inside the van. Residents of nearby houses

had heard the collision and were running to
the scene to render aid. |1 remember being
pulled up and out the shattered window and
placed on the ground where arriving
paramedics began strapping me to a
backboard. It wasn't until 1 began
screaming for Brian that they realized
there was someone else in the van with me.
They soon located him - underneath the
van. While 1 had buckled my seatbelt at
the beginning of the ride, Brian had not.
When the collision happened, he was
thrown from the van and later pinned
under it when it flipped on its side.

We were both taken to area hospitals for
our injuries. Brian, who had major injuries,
was in the hospital for over a month and a
half recovering. I was very lucky. Not only
was | released from the hospital that same
night but 1 remember being told if the car
had hit any closer to the front of the van,

I would have been killed instantly. 1'm
happy to say not only did Kim return to
school that year, but so did Brian and 1."

This month, as we watched the video and
listened to Mr. Brewer's presentation we
heard statistics like “three in every ten
Americans will be involved in an alcohol-
related crash at some time in their lives”
and “every 22 minutes, someone will die in
an alcohol-related traffic crash”. The
first statistic is one the above high school
student can relate to. Fortunately she
can't relate to the second statistic and
she’s very thankful. Because if things had
turned out differently that night, she
could have never gone on to be the
president of the Kiwanis Club of Des
Moines.

I have MADD ribbons tied on the
antennas of my cars because they
remind me how very fortunate I am to
be alive today. Won't you tie one on

your antenna too?
