ANNUAL CLUB ELECTIONS
Clubs officers are reminded that your club bylaws specify that your club’s Annual Meeting

must be held sometime between the first week of April and the second week of May. The
purpose, of course, of the Annual Meeting is to elect club officers for the coming year. It is also
the place to consider other club business - such as amendments to the Club Bylaws!

Here is that your bylaws actually say about it:

“The annual meeting of this club should be held at a regular meeting no earlier than the first meeting in April and no later
than the second week in May. The membership shall be given at least two (2) weeksnotice of the date and place of the
annual meeting. One-third (1/3) of theactive, senior, and privileged members of the club shall constitute a quorum”

While electing your officers this year, why not check and see if your current club bylaws are
up to date with the requirements of the Standard Form for Club Bylaws as set forth by the Board
of Trustees of Kiwanis International? You can check out the most current version at:

Note: These documents live in a protected area of the Kiwanis International website. You may have to sign up as a member

of the Kiwanis On-line Community in order to access them.You will need your club Key number and Member ID number in order
to do so. Both are available from your club secretary or you may call Member Services at 1-800-KIWANIS ext 390 to obtain
them.

If your club no longer has a copy of your approved bylaws on file, you can contact Kiwanis
International to obtain a copy. Phone Member Services at 1-800-KIWANIS ext 390 and they
should be able to help you with what you need..

Club Election Report forms will soon be mailed to each club and will also be posted to the
International website. We will let you know where in a future issue of ETC! once it has been
posted. Completed report forms will be due back to both Kiwanis International and the District
by June 1, 2007.
